Requirements:

1. The candidate must be a son or daughter of a family that resides in the City of Garfield Heights.
2. The player had to participate in at least two seasons (Except in the Pee Wee Division) for the Garfield
Heights Baseball League.
3. The candidate will be eligible for consideration if:
- Players current academic standing is a C+ grade or higher.
- Plans to continue to play baseball in the GHBL.
- Completes application form and returns it to the selection chairman by the deadline.

- The Bond will be for the current year, and will be issued in the player's name for future educational
expenses.
- Players complete information must be made available to the GHBL Treasurer.

Two years on a team from the GHBL (except in the Pee Wee division)

Current resident of Garfield Heights

(Pee Wee 50 words, Minor 100 words, Major 150 words, Pony — Colt 200 Words)
